MATS Program Update

There are currently 59 people finishing the second round of our MATS program. These individuals
have participated in 50 hours of MAT training and will be taking the MATS exam throughout the
month of August.

In September, announcements will go out that we are looking for individuals interested in participating
in the next program starting October 1, 2011. This group will participate in self study training from Oc-
tober 1 through December 31st and then will attend a live 2 day training in January with testing in-
cluded in the live training.

If you are interested or know someone that might be interested, watch for announcements in September
regarding MATS registration.

Credential Education Hours Changes

The MSAPCB recently made some policy changes regarding credential educational hours. We hope
these changes will be a benefit to our professionals.

1. Webinar trainings will be accepted for initial credentialing or for renewal purposes. If the webinar
host does not provide a training certificate, the MSAPCB will accept a signed letter from a super-
visor documenting the webinar hours. Webinars are considered outside trainings unless the webi-
nar is for agency staff only. Webinars cannot be used to satisfy any live ethics training require-
ments.

2. The MSAPCB will no longer limit the number of hours an individual may obtain from providing
trainings as a trainer with the exception of providing in-service training. All initial credentialing
hours as well as renewal hours may be obtained from providing outside training as a trainer.

3. Now that ongoing live ethics hours are required for renewal purposes, the MSAPCB will accept a
wider variety of ethics trainings as being applicable for the ethics requirement. Ethics training
does not have to be specific to the field of substance use disorders to qualify as meeting the ethics
requirement.
